Note that doctors, lawyers, and dentists are just three professions looking to get 
their own websites online, but have no idea how to go about doing it.  Other 
notable niche professions include architects, restaurant owners, pet store owners,
barber shop owners, “Mom & Pop” retailers, plumbers, and authors.

Think of each of those niche professions: You likely know of at least one big 
company that has its own website in each profession, and probably more than 
one.  When it comes to barber shop owners, think about Best Cuts™, Great 
Clips™, SuperCuts™, etc.  Each has their own website, and Great Clips even 
allows you to check in before you arrive at the shop.  Thus, you can see the 
importance of a barber shop owner having his/her own website.
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Think about pet store owners.  Look at Petco™, Pet Supplies Plus™, and other 
larger pet retailers – each has its own website, and each has a wide variety of 
items to sell online, plus special services as well (i.e. pet grooming, etc.).  

The same holds true for authors.  Look at Amazon™ and Barnes & Noble™ – 
prominent retailers that sell virtually every book available.  Think an author would
want his/her own website to establish his/her authority status and stand out from
the crowd?  (You bet he/she would!).

And, of course, we know that prominent retailers like Walmart™, Target™, and 
Best Buy™ have their own established websites where they can sell all sorts of 
items and that they get hundreds of thousands to millions of visitors each day.  
Think a “Mom & Pop” retailer would want some website traffic to help boost their 
sales and publicity? (You bet!).

THAT is what will convince the prospect that your item is a “must-have, can't 
miss” purchase.

Therefore, you need to think about your product and how it relates to your target 
market.  Consider what problem your target market has and how your product 
directly addresses it.  How does your product make your target market's lives 
better?  What features allow your product to solve your target market's problem? 
How do those features solve your target market's problem?  These details are 
what you need to clearly emphasize to your prospect so that there is no doubt in 
the prospect's mind exactly how your product solves his/her problem.

People are always looking for solutions to improve their lives – this is why topics 
like weight loss, stress reduction, healthy living, etc. are always in demand.  
People are always trying to find new and better ways of improving their lives, 
reducing their stress, and increasing their happiness.  If your product can help 
them to do that in some way, you need to emphasize that and show exactly how 
your product improves their lives and why they can't miss out on it.

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Where To Sell Your Niche Websites

You've decided to enter the subsection of Internet marketing where 
you build niche websites for professionals and sell those sites to them.
You may have a question regarding this subsection, though: You don't
know where to sell these sites to those professionals that need them. 
Fortunately, you will learn about some of these locations below:

One of the most prominent places online to sell websites is on 
Flippa.com.  Flippa.com is a site that was created for sellers of 
websites and buyers who want them to come together so that these 
transactions could take place.  There is a high demand for quality, 
professional websites, and most people who want them have no idea 
how to build them, nor know who they can go to to have them built 
for them.  Thus, this is how Flippa.com, the original website 
marketplace, was born.

You post your site on here, along with pertinent information such as 
the PR ranking of the site, how much traffic it is already receiving, 
whether it runs on WordPress or HTML, etc.  You also list the starting 
bid, a reserve price (i.e. your absolute minimum acceptable price for 
the site), and how many days the auction should run.  Then, you sit 
back and see how high the bidding goes.  You get to decide whether 
you accept each bidder as a bidder (i.e. you can reject anyone you 
choose). 

When it is over, you and the buyer will connect through the 
Flippa.com site itself and make the necessary arrangements to 
transfer the amount of the winning money bid to you, while you 
transfer the access information and any licenses/paperwork to the 
buyer.  

Alternatively, you could also hold a “private sale” on Flippa where you
post your website on the site and accept offers from prospective 
buyers.  However, only you as the seller of the site will know all of the
offers presented; no one else can see or know what other people are 
offering to you.  In this case, you as the seller can accept or reject 
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any offer, no matter what the price is.  In addition, there is no time 
limit; the “private sale” ends only when you accept an offer or you 
choose to pull the site down without selling.  

Another prominent place to sell websites online is on eBay.  EBay is 
known for selling many items, but some forget that the most popular 
and well-known auction site doesn't just have physical product 
listings, but website listings too.  Like Flippa, you list pertinent 
information such as what the site contains, what the site's subject is 
about, whether a domain name is included, and what the cost is.  You
can choose whether to list the site as an auction (at highest bid, set a
minimum reserve, and/or include a “Best Offer” option) or as a “Buy 
It Now.”  With the auction option, you'll transfer ownership and 
access information to the highest bidder (and if he/she meets your 
minimum reserve if you set one) or offer you agree to (if you chose 
the “Best Offer” option), while if you choose the “Buy It Now” option, 
you'll transfer ownership and access information to the person who 
pays the price you set.

Incorporating your website’s address in your signature will help 
people notice your site. So when you post on another blog, forum or 
website, make sure that your web address is included in your 
signature. This way, people can easily access your site when they find
your comment or article interesting and informative. 

6. Post exciting and interesting events for your target market. 

For example, if you’re selling clothes and dresses, then you can write 
a post for an incoming fashion show or designer events. This way, as 
people search for those popular events, your website will show up and
your visitors will increase in number. 

7. Organize polls. 

People naturally want to express their opinions on certain matters. 
Because of this, you’re increasing the chances that people will notice 
your site, hence, improving your site’s traffic.

8. Inject humor and graphics throughout your website. 

Your website will be more catchy and interesting when you include 
humor throughout your articles and graphics around your site. 

9. Link your website to bigger blogs. 

Every blog started as a small one. Thus, you should never refuse to 
ask for help from other bloggers. Try negotiating with some of them 
and you’ll eventually receive traffic directed from someone else’s blog.

10. Create a Facebook and/or Twitter account and make a lot of 
friends. 

Make it a point to use various channels in promoting your website. Try
creating an account with any social network you prefer, then make as 
many friends as possible. Then post on your timeline and add direct 
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links to your website. This will increase your traffic instantly, and 
that’s for free. 

Hint: it’s always better to direct the traffic to a list building page.
